Why Do All People Need to Believe on Jesus? 


 In every country and nation of the world there are those who claim to believe in Jesus. Among those who claim to believe on Christ, there are two types:

1.
Those who believe in Jesus for the wrong reasons.

2.
Those who believe in Jesus for the right reasons.


In the country of Cambodia, both of these types of people exist. Before we look at the right reasons, we will look at the wrong reasons first.

Improper Reasons to follow Jesus:
1.
Some people say they believe in Jesus in order to benefit materially or educationally.


Many people start studying the Bible with a teacher in order to benefit from an 
organization or a foreigner who is passing gifts out or is teaching a foreign language. Some 
people 
become a member of a church because they hope to receive a salary or a job from an 
organization. Others hope that they will receive pigs to raise, a well, or some other material 
benefit. Yet many of these do not understand what the good news of Jesus Christ is or why 
they need it. Even some of those who call themselves “pastors” or “evangelists” enter 
Christianity for these improper reasons. 



Is it inherently wrong to want to learn a foreign language or get a good job?  No, but 
these are not the right reasons to believe on Jesus. Covetousness for material benefit is a sin 
that causes many people to lose or not receive the wonderful promises of Jesus such as true 
forgiveness and the eternal inheritance with God in heaven forever.

2.
Some people say they believe in Jesus because they think the way of Jesus is a better way. 



Some people think that Christianity is a better way than other ways because they see 
that some countries that have many Christians are rich countries. Therefore they think that 
believing in Jesus will cause their financial situation to rise to a higher level. Others believe 
that the teachings of Jesus in the Bible are better than the teachings of the leaders of their 

religion. Some even meet Christians who are good people who they desire to be like, so they 
decide to follow Jesus. 



We believe that Christianity is a better way, that the teachings of Jesus are better than 
the teachings of other religions, and that many Christians are living good lives that cause 
others to want to follow them, but these are all still not the right reasons why a person must 
believe on Jesus.


What then are the right reasons for believing in Jesus? Why is it that all people on the earth (both old and young, male and female, rich and poor, Khmai, Cham, Americans, Koreans, etc.) must believe in Jesus Christ?  Because every person on the earth has a very serious problem in his or her heart that only God can solve.

An Illustration: 


When you are very sick, what do you do?  Many people go to find a doctor to be healed, or buy medicine from the pharmacy to help heal the disease. Some go to traditional healers or monks. If someone has a very serious illness, and they refuse to get help from a doctor or any medicine to be healed from their disease, what will eventually happen to that person?  If they continue to try to save themselves from this serious disease, they will eventually die.  They need a doctor and medicine!


The Bible tells us about another type of disease that is even more serious than the disease mentioned above, but we, and medical doctors cannot see because it is in our hearts.  This disease is called “sin” and it causes all people to be separated from God. All of us have rebelled against and have been ungrateful to our Creator. Many people try to save themselves from this serious disease by performing religious ceremonies and trying to be good.  Just like physical illnesses, if we continue to try to heal ourselves from this disease by trying to “do good” or doing religious ceremonies, when we die, we will be separated from God forever in the Lake of Fire, also called Hell. We need a doctor/medicine that can heal us of this disease of sin that is in our hearts.


The Bible clearly teaches that God Himself is this great doctor who can heal us of this disease. The one, true, all-powerful God decided to come down from heaven, become a man live a perfect life, and give His life to pay the penalty for the sins of man.  When God came down to this earth, He took a special name, Jesus, which means Savior.  When Jesus died on the cross, He shed His blood.  The blood of Jesus is the only medicine that can heal us of our disease of sin.  Three days later, Jesus rose from the dead and had victory over man’s greatest enemy, death. We desperately need this spiritual doctor and His medicine.


So, why is it absolutely necessary that all people on the earth must believe on Jesus?  Jesus gives us two reasons in this verse below:  

“To open their eyes so that they may turn from darkness to light and from the dominion of Satan to God, in order that they may receive forgiveness of sins and an inheritance among those who have been sanctified by faith in Me” (Acts 26:18).

Proper Reasons to follow Jesus:

1.
We must believe on Jesus because we are spiritual blind people and need to be turned 
from darkness to light. 



The Bible clearly teaches that those who do not believe in Jesus are walking in spiritual 
darkness:



“And even if our gospel is veiled, it is veiled to those who are perishing, in whose case the 
god of this world has blinded the minds of the unbelieving so that they might not see the 
light of the gospel of the glory of Christ, who is the image of God” (2 Corinthians 4:3-4)
2.
We must believe on Jesus because we are spiritual slaves (captives) and need to be 
rescued from 
Satan’s dominion to God’s dominion. 



The Bible clearly teaches that those who do not believe in Jesus are under the power 
and control of Satan (Satan is the leader of the demons and God’s greatest enemy. He hates 
God and everything that God loves, especially man):


“And they may come to their senses and escape from the snare of the devil, having been held 
captive by him to do his will” (2 Timothy 2:26).


We must realize our weakness and that Jesus is the only one who can open our blind eyes and rescue us from Satan’s power and control.  Jesus, the Creator God, is calling each of us to repent of our ungratefulness and rebellion against Him. We must humble ourselves, repent of our sins, and believe on Jesus. Praise God that we can be rescued from the powers of darkness and Satan! This is why we call it “good news!”

“For He rescued us from the domain of darkness, and transferred us to the kingdom of His beloved Son [Jesus Christ]” (Colossians 1:13).
